ACTIVITY WEEK
Through the eyes of a Mexican, an aborigine and a Roman soldier (the only fake one) the children learned about the cultures in depth and had the opportunity to handle artifacts, dress up and make music. These were the three highlights of this year’s activity week which ends today for the Years 3 – 6. The activity gives the staff the opportunity to spread their wings and bring their own interests into school and also carry out projects which are usually inhibited by the constraints of the timetable. 

The Year 4s spent a morning at the Tudor House and learned about the many aspects of life in those times including cooking, gardening and handcraft. They also visited a local church to learn about the times when the church was built and then explored the grave yard to find the graves of a past headmaster of Eagle House and a Concorde pilot. A conducted tour by a ranger in the woods opposite the school fascinated them – they had not realized that there is a herd of Highland cattle on our doorstep. 
Year 6 children have had to be robust this week spending a lunchtime in the woods under the supervision of Wellington staff where they had to cook their own lunch using army rations. They then were instructed over the ‘low ropes’ obstacle course in the Wellington woods and at the end of the week officers from the Coldstream Guards put them through their paces on the ‘parade ground’ with a bit of square bashing. They also learned the art of camouflage and followed an exercise usually done by army recruits. The same year group had the opportunity to do an ecology study with the Biology Department at Wellington College. ‘Teeth’ was on the agenda for Year 5s with a talk given by a local dentist.  They participated in a mathematics roadshow provided by Lord Wandsworth College. Music was created by them using bottles, glasses and water.

Other activities included puppetry, building a natural shelter in the woods, building papier maché mountains, listening to a lecture on Pompeii, an art morning at Wellington College, and some whacky sports were played.

Once again the Roman day was seemingly a great success, and it was appreciated how much many parents put into dressing their little darlings for the day. To bring the Romans alive for the children, Year 5 and 6 enjoyed a 'Roman Day' as part of their post-examination activity week. Dressed in a Tunica and a Toga for the boys, a Palla and Stola for the girls, they watched, 

saw, dressed, ate, even got married, joined and marched in the Roman Army, planned a road, and even smelled and tasted food (a really nice rotten fish sauce called 'garum') in the way that the Romans might have done nearly two thousand years ago. The children were entertained, cajoled and encouraged to feel what it might have been like by two visiting 'live' historians from Legio XIV.

Many photographs were taken, a few of which will be put on the school website, but when time allows, as many as possible will be uploaded onto an album for the parents to see (and enjoy?). Parents will not be able to download or copy these photos and only those who are invited to will be able to view them.
