Eagle House Inspection – Week beginning Monday 6 February

All independent schools are inspected every six years and the great majority of independent schools in England are inspected by the Independent Schools Inspectorate under powers delegated to them by the Department for Education and Skills.

We were last inspected in February 2000 and so our next inspection is due very shortly. It will begin on Monday 6 February and will finish on Thursday 10 February. During that period we shall have five inspectors on site who will be looking at all aspects of the education we provide.

During that week we shall follow exactly the same timetable as usual and so there should be very little disruption. The inspectors will observe lessons and activities and will speak to members of staff and some of the children. Parents will recall that last term they had the opportunity to make comments through the Parents Questionnaire that was sent to all parents.

After the inspection there will be a written report and we will send a copy of it to all parents.

We are well prepared for the inspection visit and are confident that all will go smoothly and that we should get a good report!

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What are school councils? 

School Councils are democratically elected groups of students who represent their peers and enable pupils to become partners in their own education, making a positive contribution to the school environment and ethos. 

What do school councils achieve?
School councils can make a positive contribution to every aspect of the school community. They can:
· improve academic performance 

· reduce bullying and vandalism
· improve behaviour  
· improve teacher-pupil relations
· develop life skills
· address areas of the Citizenship curriculum
How should we begin?
 The School Council will be launched during ‘Make A Difference Fortnight’ which begins next week.  A whole school assembly will be backed up by smaller group discussion.  Form teachers or year group heads will be discussing with the pupils:

· What a School Council is and what it achieves.

· What the responsibilities of the elected representative will be.

· How form/year group issues will be represented and how they will hear the feedback from the meeting.
A very good source of information is www.schoolcouncils.org
Form/year group meetings give everyone a chance to develop the confidence to take part in the school council activities. Involving all the pupils from the beginning will help to ensure that everyone has a chance to develop the skills and understanding required by citizenship education.

It is important that all pupils begin to develop the skills they need to play their own part in an effective school council system.  Timetabling a number of form/year group meetings is the logical first stage. They can be used to establish committee skills, and can be used for introductory pupil council training sessions.  Skills needed:

· Setting an agenda

· Choosing a chairperson – understanding their role.  (Different people could be given the opportunity to try doing this.)

· Choosing a note taker – understanding their role.

· Talking in turns.

· Listening to others’ views.

Teachers will try to take a back seat during these discussions.

A possible first topic for a form/year group meeting could be ‘How a representative for the school council could be fairly elected’. 
Decisions that need to be made include:

· How nominations will be made.

· Campaign rules. (Publicity, e.g. a poster count-down campaign etc)

· The election process 

Involving pupils in the process rather than telling them how it is to be done may mean that the setting up of the school and class councils takes a bit longer. However, pupils will make valuable contributions to the decision-making.  It will also help to demonstrate to pupils that their views matter and hopefully demonstrate to staff that pupils can react with maturity when given responsibility.
