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MUSIC NOTES
A big plea to all instrumentalists

Please could you make sure that all instruments, including guitars, are named.

I recommend using a luggage label which can be removed easily if you need to sell the instrument at a later date.

Practice Pluses

All pupils who learn an instrument, either in school or outside, obviously need to practise on a daily basis.

To encourage this I have a reward system where pupils who practice each day for a week get a plus. 

I have copies of a practice record sheet which your son/daughter will require you to initial each day when the practice has been done.

At the end of the week I will hand out the deserved pluses.  

I hope that this will motivate the less inclined pupils to do more regular practice.

Attendance Competition

In a bid to try to improve attendance at instrumental lessons without having to be collected, I have introduced a competition for the children.

A prize will be awarded at the end of each term to the pupils who have had the fewest number of collections from the classroom and prizes will be divided into three groups:  Juniors, Middles and Seniors.
The timetables for the whole term are displayed in the Music School and it is very important that pupils look ahead to check the times of their lessons so as to excuse themselves from normal lessons at least the day before.
